Watershed Activities

Respondents were asked to indicate which of the following watershed protection and restoration activities they currently conduct: stream bank clean-ups, stream bank fencing, riparian restoration, tree / shrub planting, marsh grass planting, wetland restoration, fish stocking, habitat restoration, storm drain stenciling, advocating public access, and acid mine reclamation. The chart below displays the relative number of organizations that currently conduct these watershed activities.



The three activities with the highest number of respondents include: 

stream bank clean-ups (196 respondents)

tree / shrub planting (175 respondents)

riparian restoration (174 respondents). 



The three activities with the lowest number of respondents include: 

acid mine reclamation (17 respondents)

marsh grass planting (37 respondents)

fish stocking (44 respondents).

Watershed organizations in all 10 southeastern states participating in the survey currently conduct stream bank clean-ups. As shown in the chart below, Virginia has the greatest percentage of watershed organizations currently engaged in this activity (21%), followed by Kentucky (14%). West Virginia and Florida have the fewest, four percent and five percent, respectively. 
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	The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently  conduct stream bank clean-ups. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Forty-nine percent of organizations surveyed (196 respondents) currently conduct stream bank clean-ups. Virginia and Kentucky have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, 42 and 28, respectively. At least 50% of organizations in Virginia, Kentucky, Georgia, North Carolina, Alabama, South Carolina, and West Virginia conduct stream bank clean-ups.

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	The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently  conduct stream bank fencing. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Twenty-five percent of organizations surveyed (100 respondents) currently conduct stream bank fencing. Virginia and Kentucky have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, 26 and 22, respectively. At least one-third of organizations in Virginia, Kentucky, and Georgia conduct stream bank fencing.

West Virginia and Alabama have the fewest, three percent and four percent, respectively. 
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	The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently conduct riparian restoration. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Forty-four percent of organizations surveyed (174 respondents) currently conduct riparian restoration. Virginia and Georgia have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, 38 and 25, respectively. At least 50% of organizations in five states conduct riparian restoration—Virginia, Georgia, North Carolina, Tennessee, and West Virginia.

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	The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently  conduct tree / shrub plantings. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Forty-four percent of organizations surveyed (175 respondents) currently conduct tree / shrub plantings. Virginia and Kentucky have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, 37 and 26, respectively.  Organizations with at least 50% of organizations conducting tree / shrub plantings include: Virginia, Kentucky, Georgia, Tennessee, and North Carolina.

As shown in the chart below, Florida has the greatest percentage of watershed organizations currently engaged in this activity (25%), followed by Georgia (22%) and Virginia (22%). Alabama, Kentucky, North Carolina, and South Carolina have the fewest, five percent each. 
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The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently conduct marsh grass planting. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Nine percent of organizations surveyed (37 respondents) currently conduct marsh grass planting. Florida has the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity (9), followed by Georgia and Virginia (8 each). Approximately one-third of organizations in Florida conduct marsh grass planting.

Twenty-three percent of organizations surveyed (91 respondents) currently conduct wetland restoration. Florida and Georgia have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, 16 and 14, respectively. At least 50% of organizations in Florida conduct wetland restoration.

Florida has the fewest, with two percent. 
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The table below displays the number of organizations surveyed from each state that currently conduct fish stocking. The number of organizations engaged in this activity compared to the total number surveyed in each state is also listed as a percentage. Eleven percent of organizations surveyed (44 respondents) currently conduct fish stocking. Mississippi and Tennessee have the highest number of organizations engaged in this activity, nine each. Only one state, Tennessee, has more than 25% of organizations that conduct fish stocking.
